colonial city of Ouro Preto, Belo Horizonte was originally 
modeled after Washington D.C. Belo Horizonte is also the 
gateway to the colonial cities of Minas Gerais which were 
named UNESCO World Heritage sites. With many great bars 
and restaurants, Belo Horizonte is your base for your adventure.  
 

Founded in the early 18th century, Ouro Preto was the focal 
point of the gold rush and Brazil’s golden age. Ouro Preto is 
also a masterpiece of colonial Brazilian architecture and art. In 
fact, UNESCO has declared it a World Heritage Site for its 
baroque architecture. Here the intricate details of the 
buildings and art work clearly reflect the originality and 
autonomy of the craftsmen and artists who created this 
monument of Brazilian baroque style.
