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IMPORTANT PASSPORT AND VISA INFORMATION FOR VISITING CHINA 
 
Cox & Kings is pleased to provide its travelers with information and forms to secure the 
necessary travel documentation for entry into China. 

A passport, valid for at least six months beyond the length of stay in China is required, as well as 
a visa, which provides for entry and exit. China visas are pasted directly into passports and at 
least one blank visa page is required (Note: the last three pages of your passport will not be 
considered for visa placement).  

If you need assistance in securing, renewing or updating your current passport, including adding 
visa pages please contact GVS at 800-845-8968 (Monday – Friday 9:00 AM – 5:30 PM ET) for 
requirements and fees. 

Photographs should be passport type photos which are 2” x 2”, color on a clear background, 
presenting a full frontal facial view and recent enough to represent a good likeness of the passport 
holder. 

The following information is meant to serve as guidelines in filling out the enclosed visa 
application form. Please note that Tibet is within mainland China and does not require an 
additional entry. As your Tibet permit will be issued by Cox & Kings, you will not need to 
include any Tibet information on the visa form.  
 

APPLICATION INSTRUCTIONS (some of the fields were prefilled for your convenience):  
 
No. 1.1: Write your last name and your first name, as they appear in your passport.  
No. 1.3: Please complete only if applicable; otherwise, please write “N/A.” Please provide your 
former Chinese name in Chinese characters, if applicable.  
No. 1.14: If you are retired, so indicate; otherwise, please provide your current occupation. 
No. 2.1: Please check “tourism”.  
No. 2.5: Places to visit:  Please name the city(ies) your will visit, according to your itinerary.  
Important: As your Tibet permit will be issued by Cox & Kings, you will not need to list any 
cities in Tibet in this space.  
No. 2.2: Please check the appropriate box, according to your itinerary.  
No. 2.3: Date of (each) entry to China:  Please provide the date(s), according to your itinerary.  
No. 2.4: Duration of (each) stay in China:  Please provide the number of days per entry, 
according to your itinerary.  
No. 2.6: Please leave blank.  
No. 3.1-3.4: Please check appropriate boxes. (If you have previously been refused a Chinese visa, 
please contact GVS for assistance).  
No. 4.7: Please write “Prepaid tour with Cox & Kings”  
 
IMPORTANT NOTE FROM THE CHINESE EMBASSY:  Persons suffering from mental disorder, 
leprosy, AIDS, venereal diseases, contagious tuberculosis or other diseases shall not be allowed to enter 
China.  The Validity of the Visa, Duration of Stay, and Number of Entries, are issued at the discretion of 
the consular officers, whose decisions are based strictly on the laws and regulations of the Chinese 
Government. The consular officers are entitled to change and/or revoke issued visas.  They reserve the 
right to refuse any application and withhold disclosure of the reason for the refusal.  All visa requirements 
are subject to change without notice at the discretion and interpretation of the Chinese Embassy and 
Consulate General.
